1. Players of all standards will be accommodated and no pressure will be put on players to compete in competition

2. Players will accept the decisions of coaches and officials

Ranking Tournaments (dates will be posted on web-site)
1. Players must be affiliated to the I.T.T.A. if they wish to play in ranking tournaments (see web-site for details). This rule is likely to be strictly enforced for the coming season.
